3, Since TGs is more complicated than TGn, it is difficult to define the exhaustive usage models like TGn does. The topology, traffic model and physical model are not defined in TGn’s usage model. Any proposal submission that includes simulation results must include a description of the simulation methodology used for mesh simulations.  The simulation methodology documentation should provide enough information to, in principle, reproduce the simulation (e.g., including node positions, traffic and propagation model (including PHY assumptions), packet sizes, etc.). This can make the other people to repeat the simulation.

4, The military usage model is added to the usage model which is a little bit different from the public safety usage model. In military usage model, the sta can become an AP to relay traffic, and revert to a sta when it is not needed to relay traffic. Merging the military usage model with the public safety usage model was proposed. But most people opposed the merge. 

5, Many comments and discussions were given to 11-04/970 (Functional Specification and Scope, the newest version is r8), 11-04/1175 (Comparison Categories and Criteria, the newest version is r4), 11-04/662 (Usage models, the newest version is r11), 11-04/969 (Terms and definitions, replaced by 11-04/1477r0). You can find the modifications from the newest versions of these documents.

6, The January meeting will continue on the functional requirements and other documents that may be referenced in the call for proposals.
7,  “Site-Specific knowledge for next generation wireless networks” was presented by professor Ted Rappaport, Some people argued that it is difficult to know the position of each node. “Routing and Rbridges” is proposed by Donald Eastlake which is considered to combine the benefit of bridge protocol and layer 3 routing protocol.
