Dr. Akbar S. Ahmed is the Ibn Khaldun Chair of Islamic Studies and Professor of International Relations at American University in Washington, DC. he has been actively involved in interfaith dialogue and the study of global Islam and its impact on contemporary society. Dr. Ahmed is the author of many books on contemporary Islam, including Discovering Islam: Making Sense of Muslim History and Society, which was the basis of the BBC six-part TV series called Living Islam. His "Jinnah Quartet," a four-part project on Pakistan's founding father, M.A. Jinnah, has won numerous international awards. Dr. Ahmed has made frequent appearances on numerous TV shows and has been interviewed extensively by the media.
